This project will require many steps and a lot of effort on your part! We will do some work in class and you MUST do work at home as well. This might include internet research or just plain HOMEWORK! Attendance in class is extremely important for you to complete your letters and to understand the different parts. If you miss out on class, you must talk to me about what you missed and how to do the next piece of your project

Here is the rundown of what this project will entail.
Working alone or with a partner, you will be creating a children’s book about the Russian Revolution. You must create the book for children around the age of nine or ten, so do not make your book too scary or too difficult to read.  Be creative. All pictures must be hand drawn and can be in pencil. You will need to work together, each completing an EQUAL share of the work. 

Your storybook may be hand written in ink, or typed into a google slide show. If you chose to type, please use 12- point font size. In either case, your book must be legible!! If I can’t read it, I can’t grade it!  Your storybook may be designed with stapled or bound paper.
The majority of your grade will be on content and how well you can communicate your learning, thoughts, and investigation of the different topics covered. The organization and mechanics of your writing will impact your ability to communicate clearly. So, just like in Language Arts, they should be paid attention to.
YOU MUST BE PREPARED EVERY DAY IN CLASS TO WORK, EVEN IF YOU ARE TYPING YOUR PROJECT AT HOME. You will complete activities, take notes, and handwrite drafts during class. 
Your book should include the following required elements:

( A title

( Factual information about:

· Czarist Russia

· The Bolsheviks

· Causes of the Revolution

· Lenin and his rule of Russia

· Stalin and his rule of Russia

( Illustrations (such as pictures, maps, drawings, charts, or cartoons)

( Quotes from major figures in the revolution

( At least two characters who have different view on the Russian Revolution (such as a peasant, a child of the Czar, or a Bolshevik). 

Be sure to turn this grading sheet and the signed contract in with your work (or you will lose two points). Each partner must turn in her or his own sheet.  The grading rubric is on the back of this information page.  Be sure to write your name on the line provided.
